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President’s Report

The Club has experienced another successful year, with a small growth in membership.
Our teams have maintained both numbers and standard. I congratulate all players who participated in competition and, in particular, those who became premiers. Our clubhouse is looking very well adorned with premiership and runner-up flags. This is a healthy sign for any club.
As well as to my hardworking Committee, I offer my sincere thanks to everyone who contributed in any way, no matter how small, to maintaining the Club. During recent discussions with three City of Whitehorse administrators who were visiting the site, I was complimented on the pristine appearance of the precinct, and how we were to be congratulated on our obvious pride in our Club. It gave me a real glow and, yes, I am very proud of the North Box Hill Tennis Club.
Members will be aware that the Club is affiliated with Tennis Victoria. The registration each player pays annually provides various benefits for members, including personal accident insurance. Although your cards have an end date of 30th June, they do carry on until a new card is distributed, which can be a matter of a few months. Your registration fees are remitted to Tennis Victoria in late August.
To find out more about registration benefits, go to the Tennis Victoria website.
The Club allows other tennis clubs to hire our courts for competition, usually junior. By doing so, we provide a service to our fellow clubs and receive a financial return. At least two courts are meant to be available Sunday mornings for Club players. If this is not the case, a courteous word to the person in charge should correct the situation. Saturday mornings, our own juniors and junior visitors have use of all courts until 11 am.
Landscaping: Our Lightwood Wattle, Acacia implexa, which has been growing beautifully, suffered a borer attack. The borer has been dealt with but the fate of the sapling is unclear. While it is hoped it can recover, it is our intention to plant two more similar trees nearby, which will act as backups or create a grove. The Correa planting alongside court 4 is progressing well and the grassy area in front of the clubhouse is gradually improving. Summer growth should see it fairly well restored. 

The verge along the front pathway has proved to be a problem area. There are plans afoot to grass a wide strip along the bluestones, with a timber-edged porous strip to provide an extension to the width of the pathway for easier walking. Adding a concrete or paved border to the path proved impractical because the path level is so inconsistent. If anyone has experience with installing timber edging, we’d appreciate your assistance with expertise and/or suitable tools.
Secretary: Still the Committee works without a secretary. Herewith is our annual plea for help. Help!
NBHTC website: The Club has upgraded the website to our own domain name, which is www.nbhtc.org.au. The website has proved worthwhile in attracting new members. It’s also a useful tool in providing regular information for members. 
Coaching: Ian Peter-Budge continues to be an integral part of the Club. As well as bringing on students to become members, his supervision of junior teams is invaluable. Worthy of note is a new girls’ team that is making its presence felt. Some of the older boys have progressed to playing Tennis Victoria pennant. 
I know they’ve found the change to senior tennis challenging but I’m confident they’ll stick with it.
Our Vice-President, Garry Basinski, has resigned from the Club. Sadly, Garry has found that he’s had to reduce his number of playing commitments. He was an integral part of the Club’s competition and social tennis, both day and night, for some years. He’ll be missed as both a player and a committee member.
Water Restrictions are unchanged. It has been wonderful to have more regular rain and the courts are showing the benefit. However, your care of the courts is paramount. Please, don’t continue to play when a court shows wear and tear. Knock off for a while and bag and water. After all, it’s for your own benefit, too.

We do have an excellent Club. Care for it! Enjoy it!
